The hidden dangers of rock music

Pete Townshend, the legendary guitarist of the British band The Who, has confessed on his website that
he is suffering from a musician’s nightmare: he is deaf. A Townshend describes his hearing
trouble as ‘terrible’ and he gives the reason for his deafness as the rock music he has helped to invent and
promote.

Although the volume at the group’s explosive concerts in the 1960s was excessive, Townshend does not
think this is the main cause of his hearing loss. Instead he blames the earsplitting sounds emitted through
studio headphones during years of recording. B Although he can still hear speech, Townshend
has to take a 36-hour break between recording sessions to allow his ears to recover. This is what is
delaying the release of The Who’s first studio album for over 25 years, and plans for a world tour.

Musicians are particularly vulnerable to hearing loss. Phil Collins, 54, has suffered a 60 per cent hearing
loss and the American rapper Foxy Brown, 26, is to undergo an operation to restore her hearing after
going almost totally deaf.



However, it is not only the music makers who need to take care. C Townshend has also issued a
warning to users of MP3 players that they should turn the volume down. Doctors say that noise-induced
hearing loss is caused when the delicate hair nerves of the ear suffer trauma from loud sound vibrations
for long periods of time. Users of portable music players are advised to limit listening to one hour a day
and keep the volume down, but research found that four out of ten young adults listened for longer.

Some consolation for musicians with hearing problem is that the German composer Beethoven continued
writing music even when he went deaf. Unfortunately for Pete Townshend, it’s playing music that he is
most worried about. D ‘Music is my life. You can write it when you’re deaf, but you can’t hear
it or perform it.”

The first six Presidents of the United States were all from rich families. Also, all of them came from long-
settled states along the Atlantic coast. Then, in 1828, a different sort of President was elected. His name
was Andrew Jackson and he had been born into a poor family on the western frontier.

Jackson had commanded the American army at the Bank of New Orleans in 1814. By 1828 he was a rich
landowner.

English versus British



Because English culture dominates the cultures of the other three nations of the British Isles, everyday
habits, attitudes and values among the peoples of the four nations are very similar. However, they are not
identical, and what is often regarded as typically British may in fact be only typically English. This is
especially true with regard to one notable characteristic - anti-intellectualism.

Among many people in Britain, there exists a suspicion of intelligence, education and 'high culture '.
A Nobody normally proclaims their academic qualifications or title to the world at large. No
professor would expect, or want, to be addressed as 'Professor' on any but the most formal occasion. There
are large sections of both the upper and working class in Britain who, traditionally at least, have not
encouraged their children to go to university. B Nevertheless, it is still unusual for parents to
arrange extra private tuition for their children, even among those who can easily afford it.

Anti-intellectual attitudes are held consciously only by a small proportion of the population, but an
indication of how deep they run in society is that they are reflected in the English language. C

teachers to other parts of Britain and beyond.

The Open University

The Labour Party broached the idea of the Open University in the 1960s. It would be a non-residential
service, which used television, radio, specially produced books, audio/video cassettes and correspondence
courses to teach students of all ages. A It was hoped that the courses might appeal to working-
class students who had left school at the official school-leaving age and who wished to broaden their
horizons.

The Open University opened in 1969 and its first courses started in 1971. B About 7,000 students
of all ages and from very different walks of life receive degrees from the Open University each year. First
(bachelors’) degrees are awarded on a system of credits for each course completed and now include
students from the European Union, Gibraltar, Slovenia and Switzerland.

Dedication, stamina and perseverence are necessary to complete the long, part-time courses of the Open
University. C Part-time tutors in local areas mark the students’ written work and meet them
regularly to discuss their progress. There are also special weekend and refresher courses throughout the
year, which are held at universities and colleges, to enable students to take part in intensive study.
D The Open University is generally considered to be a cost-effective success, has provided
valuable alternative educational opportunities for many people and has served as a model for other
countries.
