Henry Kissinger

In 1938 a fifteen-year-old Jewish boy was forced to flee from Germany with his parents in order to escape
imprisonment in one of Hitler's concentration camps. A The family went to live in the United
States where the boy got a job cleaning bristles in a shaving-brush factory. He was clever and
hardworking, however, and went on to become a brilliant student at Harvard University. Just over thirty
years later he became the Secretary of State of the United States. His name was Henry Kissinger.

Kissinger's rise to importance began when Richard Nixon became President in 1969. He became Nixon's
personal adviser in all the United States' dealings with the rest of the world. In 1973 Kissinger officially
became Secretary of State, a position he held until Jimmy Carter became President in 1977.

B All through the early and middle 1970s Kissinger played a central part in shaping American
foreign policy. He helped to form and direct the Nixon government's policy in the later years of the
Vietnam War. He prepared the way for détente with communist China. He worked to bring peace between
the United States’ ally Israel and its Arab neighbors.

Some people believed that Kissinger's boyhood experiences in Germany played an important part in
forming his ideas about the kind of world he wanted to shape as Secretary of State. One man who knew
him said: "C I think he came out of it with a kind of burning need for order. People in these
experiences have a real memory of chaos, of violence and brutality, like the- world is collapsing under
them. Kissinger, more than most, would probably agree that disorder is worse than injustice."

Kissinger's critics saw him as a showman, whose achievements were more apparent than real. His admirers
believed that he was one of the most effective statesmen of the twentieth century.

Get out alive

According to experts, under great stress our minds take much longer to process information. A It
also seems that a person’s personality is not a good guide to how they might react — a normally decisive
person may not act all quickly in a crisis. “‘Most people go their entire lives without a disaster’, says
Michael Lindell, a professor at Texas A&M University. ‘So when something bad happens they are so
shocked they just think, “This can’t possibly be happening to me,’ instead of taking action.’

When the plane hit the World Trade Center on 11" September 2001, Elia Zedefio was working on the 73™
floor. B Zedetio first shouted out, “What’s happening?’ You might expect that her next instinct
was to run. But she had the opposite reaction. ‘What I really wanted was for someone to scream back,
“Everything is OK! Don’t worry.”’

Luckily, at least one of Zedefio’s colleagues responded differently. He screamed, ‘Get out of the building!’
She remembers now. Years later, she still thinks about that command. ‘My question is what would I have
done if that person had said nothing?’

C First she reached for her bag, and then she started walking in circle. ‘I was looking around for
the stuff to take. I felt as if [ was in a trance.” When she finally left, she went slowly. ‘It’s strange because
the sound of the explosion and the way the building shook should have made me go faster.” But Zedefo
made it to safety. Experts have estimated that at least another 130 people would have got out of the World
Trade Center alive if they had tried to leave the building sooner.

October 24 (5 November), 1809 John Quincy Adams, the future U.S. President and U.S. Secretary of
State as well as the first U.S. Ambassador in Russia presented his credentials to the Emperor Alexander
I, which marked the formal establishment of diplomatic relations between Russia and the United States.

In the first half of the 18th century Russian traders started to actively develop the lands in North America.

In late 1790s London hosted the first official meeting of Russian and American diplomats — the U.S. envoy
in Britain Rufus King and the Russian ambassador at the court of St. James S. R. Vorontsov. B
In 1799 followed the opinion of the Emperor Paul I: «We are more willing to establish the mutual



missions, since their government by its behavior in the present circumstances has won our every respect
... thus, as soon as the abovementioned States appoint their Minister, we will do the same. " In April of
1803 Levett Harris was appointed the American consul in St. Petersburg.

Despite the fact that consular relations between Russia and the U.S. had already been established, formal
contacts continued to be made via the diplomatic representatives of the two countries in London.
C In October 1807 the Head of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia Nikolai Rumyantsev
expressed the willingness of the Russian government to exchange diplomatic representatives with USA.

1 At this meeting there was talk about the conclusion of a trade treaty between Russia and the United
States, as well as about the appointment of an American envoy to St. Petersburg.

2 Therefore, in June of 1806 in Washington, the issue of appointment of an envoy to St. Petersburg was
raised.

In Scotland and Wales, too, there was a growing feeling by the 1970s that the government in London had
too much power. In Wales, a nationalist party, Plaid Cymru, the party of "fellow countrymen", became a
strong political force in the 1970s. But Welsh nationalism lost support in 1979 when the people of Wales
turned down the government's offer of limited self-government.

A In spite of the rise of Plaid Cymru, the Welsh language was actually spoken less and less. In
1951 29 per cent of the Welsh population spoke Welsh. By 1981 this figure had fallen to 19 per cent, even
though Welsh was used for many radio and television programmes, and in schools.

In Scotland, the Scottish Nationalist Patty (SNP) showed its growing popularity by increasing its
percentage of the national vote from 20 per cent to 30 per cent during 1974. B When Scotland
was offered the same limited form of self-government as Wales, just over half of those who voted
supported it. But the government decided that 54 per cent of those who voted was not a big enough
majority, and to the anger of the SNP it abandoned the self-government offer. C But like Plaid
Cymru in Wales, the SNP remained active in Scottish politics. In both countries most people continued to
support the Labour Party, partly in pro test against mainly Conservative England. Although in Wales
Welsh was declining, and although in Scotland only a very few people still spoke Gaelic, the different
political and cultural life of Celtic Wales and Scotland seemed unlikely to disappear.

1 As aresult the SNP itself collapsed at the next election, losing nine of its eleven seats.

Speak to many Russians in their 60s or 70s, particularly those from Moscow, or St Petersburg, and there
is a very good chance that they will recall a visit to their school during the mid-1960s by Colonel Rudolf
Ivanovich Abel.

So, this Colonel Abel came home known as a spy who had been captured and imprisoned as a spy in the
country where he was operating. C The very nature of spying demands that it must be secret, but
not only did Abel’s role and his failure become public, but the man became a celebrity. Celebrity is the
antithesis of ‘unknown’, which is what a spy must be.

When John Fitzgerald Kennedy was elected President of the United States in January 1961, not only did
he become the youngest man to hold office, but he is also the only Roman Catholic to have ever sat in the
White House. The following two years were eventful, to say the least: the Soviet Union sent the first man
into space starting the space race in earnest; the construction of the Berlin Wall began; US-USSR tensions
came to a dangerous head with the Cuban missile crisis, and the civil rights movement at home gathered
momentum.

Shortly after midday on 22nd November 1963, he was assassinated as he was being driven in an open-
topped car through Dallas, Texas.

C Later
inquiries, though, challenged these findings and suggested there may well have been two gunmen involved
in the President’s assassination.

Despite most academic research supporting the ‘lone wolf” theories, at no time has it ever been definitively
established that both men acted alone. Indeed, over 60% of Americans still believe one of the numerous
conspiracy theories that have been put forward.

Super-recognisers

Collins is no ordinary police officer. Soon after joining the police force, he realised he had a special gift:
after seeing a face briefly, he could remember it in detail years later. He is what is known as a super-
recogniser. This term was first used in 2009 when a study estimated that 1-2 per cent of the population
have severe problems recognising faces — called prosopagnosia or ‘face-blindness’ — and another 1-2 per
cent are exceptionally good at it. A

London’s Metropolitan Police set up a unit of super-recognisers in 2015 after Collins’ success proved it
could be useful. It is the first of its kind in the world. Detective Chief Inspector Mick Neville of Scotland
Yard, one of its founders, had realised that there was a problem with CCTV back in 2008. CCTV film
was not used efficiently in the courts and did not seem to work as an effective deterrent. B

Neville’s unit has changed all that. Since it started, the tiny team of six officers has made nearly a quarter
of all identifications in London, mainly by spending hours scanning film and photos. This is impressive,
considering that there are 32,000 police officers in the city. The team’s success relies on the ubiquity of
CCTV; there are thought to be more than four million cameras throughout Britain.

This winning combination of human skill and technology has helped convict criminals from shoplifters
and pickpockets to murderers. Offenders are very seldom convicted solely on the evidence of a super-
recogniser, but it is used to direct investigations. C

C Many of us fall into the trap of confirmation bias — that is, we are inclined to believe something
that supports our own views.

Similarly, those who trust
us will share that information too, which only serves to reaffirm or validate our own beliefs.

The ‘echo chamber’ phenomenon on social media plays into the hands of bots, but people are prone to
sharing their own dubious content without the help of bots, too. The sheer amount of information available
to us on a daily basis can make us lazy, and we can tend to skim read content without much scrutiny.

Although since the late 20th century hijacking most frequently involved the seizure of an airplane and its
forcible diversion to destinations chosen by the air pirates, when the term was coined in the 1920s in the
United States hijacking generally referred to in-transit thefts of truckloads of illegally manufactured liquor
or to the similar seizure of rumrunners at sea.

B The first reported case of such hijacking occurred in Peru in 1931. The first aerial hijacking in
Asia occurred in 1948 on a flight bound from Macau to Hong Kong; all 25 people aboard were killed
when the airplane crashed into the Pacific Ocean. During the next decade about 15 airplanes were
hijacked, and in 1958—67 the number of such incidents increased dramatically to about 50.

C Seven years later 50 countries signed a convention for the suppression of unlawful seizure of
aircraft, specifically designating that the unlawful seizure of an aircraft in flight through force, the threat
of force, or intimidation was an extraditable offense in any extradition treaty between the signatories. A
further international agreement to apprehend, extradite, and punish hijackers was difficult to obtain,
however, because several governments were overtly or secretly involved in hijackings or regarded
hijacking as a “political offense” and granted hijackers immunity from prosecution and extradition.

Criminal profiling, also known as psychological profiling, is an investigative technique used by law
enforcement agencies to identify potential serious offenders. The process involves collecting and
analysing data about the offender's behaviour at the crime scene, their background, and any other relevant
information.

The origins of criminal profiling can be traced back to the late 19th century, but it wasn't until the 1970s
that the FBI began using it as a tool to help solve crimes. One of the most famous early cases in which
profiling was used was the hunt for the 'Mad Bomber' in New York City.

There have also been instances where profilers have
made mistakes, such as in the case of the Unabomber, who was not captured until his brother recognised
his writing style in a manifesto he had written.

C By understanding the motivations and thought processes of criminals, profilers play a crucial
role in solving some of the most challenging cases in law enforcement.

The United Nations (UN) was created in 1945 after the Second World War to replace the League of
Nations, which had failed to prevent another global conflict. The UN Charter sets out its aims: to maintain



peace and security; develop friendly relations among nations; cooperate in solving international problems
and promote respect for human rights.

One of the main ways the UN tries to achieve these goals is through the Security Council. A Its
fifteen members include five permanent members with veto power — China, France, Russia, the UK and
the USA — as well as ten non-permanent members elected by the General Assembly for two-year terms.

B It can impose sanctions on countries, establish peacekeeping missions, or authorise military
action. In practice, however, its effectiveness is limited by the veto power of the permanent members. If
any one of them votes against a resolution, it cannot be passed. This means that when the five have
different views on how to respond to a crisis, the Security Council is often unable to act. For example, the
Syrian civil war has killed hundreds of thousands of people and displaced millions, but the Security
Council has been unable to agree on how to stop the violence.

C They say that the five permanent members do not reflect the balance of global power, and that
other countries should also have a veto. Others believe that the veto should be abolished altogether.
However, changing the composition of the Security Council would require an amendment to the UN
Charter, which would need the approval of two-thirds of the General Assembly and all five permanent
members. Given their vested interests, this seems unlikely.

Ethical hacking is when computer experts try to break into a company's computer system in order to
reduce the risks of real hackers doing it. They hunt for any weaknesses and then report them back to the
company. The idea is that, if they can do it, so can a criminal hacker.

In 2001, a company called Global Secure Systems (GSS) was asked to carry out an ethical hack on a
government department's computer system. GSS found that it was very easy to break into the department's
computers and steal information. A The head of the Information Protection department at the time
said: 'If this had been a real attack, the consequences would have been devastating.'

B They also suggested that the department train its employees about the risks of hacking, as many
people were not aware of how serious the problem was. In fact, some people even tried to stop the experts
from breaking into their computers because they thought they were criminals!

Most companies now use ethical hackers to test their security. C One survey showed that 80% of
company directors did not think that hackers would target their business. This is despite the fact that 90%
of large businesses have had a security breach in the last year. Some of these breaches have cost companies
millions of dollars. One British bank lost $20 million after criminals broke into its computer system and
stole money from its customers.
